lenses, there was a limit to how much
equipment | could fit into an SUV. It was
not a “run-and-gun” camera package —
each anamorphic prime lens is the size
of a spherical Cooke zoom. Even the
600mm Canon converted to anamorphic
by Panavision is smaller and lighter than
the normal 50mm Primo anamorphic
prime. Once production began, my small
second-unit team had the same prob-
lems in terms of mobility in the rugged
countryside. But when we finally saw
the quality of the footage projected on
the big screen, we realized it was
absolutely worth the trouble.

Our color timer at Technicolor,
Bob Raring, found Northfork challenging
because it was so monochromatic, like
one long gray scale. A change of a few
printer points could cause odd color
casts to appear on the gray walls, in the
shafts of light through smoke, and so on;
balancing all of this was tricky, espe-
cially when combined with the adjust-
ments needed because of the
skip-bleach processing.

Northfork was originally planned
to be the Polish brothers’ first feature,
and we'd been discussing it for more
years than | care to remember. | had also
lost count of the number of times we'd
driven across Montana looking for loca-
tions. While looking for the strange
structures described in the script (a
house propped up and sawed in half, a
church with a missing back wall, a house
built like Noah's ark), we kept passing
one area of rolling plains near the bhase
of the Rockies, and we'd always say,
“Wouldn't it be great if we could just
build everything right there with that as
the backdrop?” Years later, thanks to
Michael and Mark’s hard work, that's
exactly how we did it.
